Sometimes, one track is all it takes. And in the case of Rivers, the track is
Inside. Slow starter, pretty psychedelic. Rock music with fab guitar riffs
and special vocals. Great recording too. All part of a four track E.P.

called Inside, recorded at The Mill studios near Diss.

Surprise is, this is not a new band. All now in their mid twenties, they have
been together for eight years. Bit of a family affair, with Dave Rivers (lead
guitar, vocals) and brother Jake (lead vocal, piano, guitar) playing with
James Burgess (rhythm guitars), Ritchie Bridge (bass) andAli Anderson
(drums, kazoo, triangle.)

Their first gig was in a North Norfolk pub to 70 people and from then on,
there was no looking back. “The band is a huge part of every member’s
life now,” said Dave, “and | think it will be well into the future.”

Songs start with an idea from one of them, but the others soon join in.
“We are very proud,” said Dave, “that we all had a part in creating

something that will hopefully be around long after us. | think being together

Hall as part of the contest’s prizes.

Typewriter Radio from Norwich opened the night followed by Sohcahtoa and
Electric Youth Revolt (both from Diss), Twisted Piglet (from Eye) and The Easy
Brothers (from Old Buckenham) who had got there by securing the biggest
audience vote across the four heats..

Judging on the night were Jono Heale, of Access to Music, Jo Bowley, youth
worker and lead singer of The BB'’s, and Mick Ryder, tour and production
manager for top bands such as Black Sabbath and UB40.

The victory went to Electric Youth Revolt, a trio from Diss, who impressed the
judges with their energy, originality and lead vocals.

| Band members Rob Goodwin (Drums & Backing Vocals), Steven Bailey (Bass
| Guitar) and Neil Dennis (Vocals & Guitar) have been together for 18 months and

have been recently touring in East Anglia.

They describe their style as indie garage rock and they have recently released

an E.P. with two tracks: Pretty in Pink and They're Out To Get You.

Electric Youth Revolt are thrilled by the victory and they look forward to putting
together the E.P. with some new material later in the year. In the meantime they
have been booked to play at local festivals throughout the summer.

The second winners of the night were four-piece band Twisted Piglet, who
captured the audience favourite vote by a significant margin. They will join Electric
Youth Revolt as support act for the Diss Corn Hall concert later in the year.
