Why do we ring birds?

Every ring that is put onto a bird is unique, allowing
each bird to be identified as an individual, wherever
they travel, even if they are not seen for many years.
Ringing helps scientists to understand migration
patterns and to explain why populations of different
species rise and fall. By wearing a ring, a bird is
contributing to our understanding of the conservation
needs of its species.

Ringing in Wales is organised by the British Trust for
Ornithology. Staff working for the charity provide
permits for 100 trained volunteers who ring birds of a
vast array of species, from tiny Goldcrests to somewhat
larger Mute Swans.

Fewer than one in fifty ringed birds is ever seen again
so if you find a ringed bird please let us know (see
next page).

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Frequently asked questions

How many birds are ringed each year?

« Over 800,000 birds are ringed each year in Britain
and Ireland by over 2,000 trained BTO ringers, most
of whom are volunteers.

For how long do birds live?

»  Small birds may not live for more than a few months
but large seabirds, such as Manx Shearwaters, can
live for fifty years or more.

Does ringing affect birds?

* Wearing a ring is equivalent to carrying a mobile
phone. Ringed birds travel thousands of miles, raise
youngsters and behave in exactly the same ways as
birds without rings.

Can anyone become a ringer?

* Yes, but it takes a bit of commitment and you
need to be reasonably dextrous. Trainees learn
to handle and ring birds by working with an
experienced ringer.
