He found out about the theft
He found out about it
Hefound the theft out-about
Hefound it out-about
Hefound-outthe theft about
Hefound-out-it-about

Example sentence: Jonathan didn't find out about the missing money until the police wrote to him.

Synonyms: discover, catch on to, detect, unearth
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
