Exactly. Onradio, | cantake off my tie! | can even take off my shoes!

| don’t think so, Callum! Y ou don't have to wear your tie - you can take that
off if you want to, but ... But please don’t take off your shoes!!
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Part 2 examples:

1 To dress down. In our office, we have to wear suits every day except Fridays.
We call them *dress-down Fridays' because we can wear casual clothes.
2. To take off. Before | go to bed, | aways take off my make-up and my

jewellery.
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
